 Food Safety – Foodborne Illnesses, Food Temperatures. 

 Insects – more contact with animals and people (West Nile 
Virus, Epizootic Hemorrhagic Disease, migration, etc.). 

 Mold – Allergies/Reactions. 

 Trees – Effects of insects, droughts, floods, storms, 
hurricanes (Hurricane Irene/Oct. snow storm). 

 Weeds – Ragweed, Poison Ivy, Pollen, etc.
